As of June 1, 2009, if you
travel to the United States by
land or water, you must pre-
sent one of the following
valid documents as part of
the U.S Western Hemi-
sphere Travel Initiative
(WHTI) requirements: a
valid passport; a NEXUS
Card; a Free and Secure
Traﬁje (FAST) card; or an
% anced
enhanced identification card.

Only proof of Canadian citi-
zenship, such as an original
or photocopy of a birth cer-
tificate or citizenship is re-

drive

quired for children aged 15
and under or citizens aged
18 and under who are travel-
ling with a school or other
organized group, under adult
supervision with parental/
guardian consent.

Canadian citizens flying to,
through, or from the U.S
must still present a valid
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applies to all travelers, re-
gardless of age.
