Unemployment rates in Niagara are slightly lower
than provincial averages for all age groups. Niagara
youth age 15 to 24 continue to have an unemploy-
ment rate double that of the total population.

Employment amongst Niagara’s women is more concentrated
than men, as 14% of women work in Clerical occupations and
12% in Other sales and service. The most prevalent occupa-
tion for men is Other sales and service, employing 9%.

Though Agriculture and other primary ranks
third in Niagara, it is younger than the provincial aver-
age where 30% of the workforce is over age 55.

Similar to Ontario, a majority of Niagara’s workforce is em-
ployed in occupations that typically pay moderately below the
region’s income average. A lower share of Niagara’s workforce
is employed in high income occupations compared to the prov-
ince.

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Niagara’s population without a high school diploma has decreased significantly while those with a trades certificate has
dropped slightly. The number of high school, college and university graduates has increased.
